In 1997 the Kyoto Conference on Climate Change committed to reduce pollution and to fight the impact of global warming. Many nations committed to do this, however the USA refused to accept and to follow the Kyoto Protocol. Peter Singer believes that, if the largest polluter in the world will not try to reduce pollution and the progression of global warming, then ‘the prospect of finding solutions to global problems are dimmed.’
