Go to the pink ‘My Portal’ box on the left hand side of the screen and enter your individual login details (available from your maths teacher)

Booster Packs

These are online packs to help boost you from a Level 2 to a Level 3, a Level 3 to a Level 4 and a Level 5 to a Level 6.  Once you have logged in using your individual login details, you will need to select ‘My Booster Packs’ and the relevant pack that is aimed at the level that you would like to achieve.  For each topic there is a revision lesson and an online worksheet.  The online worksheet is marked once you have completed each page to give you instant feedback.

To review your progress you will need to select ‘My Boosters’.  From this page you, your teacher and your parents can see your progress through the relevant booster packs.

Online Tutorials

There are online tutorials to help you with a particular topic in maths.  You will first need to login in.  You can either search for the topic you are looking for using the search function at the top right side of the screen, or alternatively, go to ‘My Library’ on the right side of the screen and then select either number, algebra, shape, or data from the top of the screen.
