	2. Outcome
	Set same tasks, however ensure that performance is assessed using personalised criteria for more able.  (These tasks need to be open-ended to allow individuality of response).

	3. Resources
	Set common tasks, but encourage use of a wide range of challenging resources requiring advanced reading and research skills. 
	*Bank of specialised more complex materials

	4. Pace
	More able children allowed less time on core tasks and more time on challenging extension tasks.
	*More able working with urgency, completing large volumes of work.

*Cut short the amount of ‘practising’ of a particular skill

	5. Dialogue
	Higher order questions included in class discussions targeted specifically at the more able.  Use of different levels of vocabulary and complexity of language for more able children.
	*Teacher questioning – Bloom’s Taxonomy

*Think, pair share

*Waiting time in response to teacher’s questions *Debate/discussion

*Level, speed, quality, sophistication of language

	6. Grouping
	More able children grouped together for specific tasks.

	7. Role
	Set a common class task but give individuals different roles.
	*Group composition…the thinker, the writer, the presenter 

*Think/pair/share

	8. Input
	Set a common task but give less detailed instructions or input, or ask more able to plan their own task.
	*Pupils selecting from a menu of activities

*Activity less tightly prescribed (allow children to cut away early from input) 

*Brainstorming

*Devising own challenges

	9. Support
	Set a common task but provide more or less support, particularly in areas of their own weaknesses. More able children could support others in their areas of expertise.
	*Use of teaching assistants, other adults, 

*Providing extra time/resources

*More/fewer prompts

	Allow more able children access to both different types and different amounts of information.  
	*Spoken/written/graphical
