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Strategies for the More Able


Enrichment Activities

· Postcards – imagine sending an illustrated postcard to an historical figure, or a well known person from contemporary life.  What would the illustration be and to whom would you send it?  What would your message be e.g. applauding hands to William Shakespeare with ‘thank you’

· What’s the game?  In groups children to place an item from their pencil case/pocket/bag on the table.  The group has to quickly devise a game using every item produced, with rules that can then be demonstrated.   Questions to follow could be centred around cooperation versus competition, winners and losers, inclusive and exclusive activities and the rights and wrongs of rules.

· Ten Little Words – Write a complete story in no more than ten words.    ‘For sale, baby shoes, never worn’ Hemingway.

· Write an obituary of a fictional person, the content can be humorous, provocative or serious, but must conform to the accepted style of the newspaper obituary.   Extension – write an obituary of an event, an object or a writer of obituaries.   Compile an analysis of language patterns used in obituaries and death notices.

· Redesign the school car park so that more cars can be accommodated, keeping within the statutory and legal limits; don’t destroy any greenery, use maths and geometry to redraw the white lines, and consider the need for turning circles and emergency access.
