	Strategies to consider when supporting Needs

	Logical, mathematical thinking

Very curious. ***, “If there are 2d and 3d shapes what are 1d shapes?”  “When you’re counting where does the 10 go?” Able to recognise and apply patterns both through number and shape. 
Interpersonal

Good all round social negotiator who motivates and inspires others.  Peers, “Where’s ***? When will he be back? Is **** doing that?”

Intrapersonal

Aware of self and can describe his likes and dislikes (see his questionnaire answers for examples), reflects on his own work and can explain his reasoning behind his own thinking.
Linguistic

Has a thirst for knowledge which he articulates clearly through higher level questioning, supported by an extensive vocabulary and models this through sustained in depth role play.
	Support and encourage **** to ask questions, when a child asks a question, they are much more likely to continue to explore the idea, and as a result develop more independent thinking.

In turn question **** on his ideas. It is through careful questioning that an adult can guide children into a broader and deeper understanding.

Provide time to explore. Try to let *** look at things differently, without providing the answers all the time. 
Ensure active learning and provide **** with the freedom to experiment and test his newly acquired knowledge.

Talk to ***** about your own learning and thinking process. (Why you are doing something and be open minded to his interpretation of events).

Set up a stimulating environment to support ****** needs to prevent boredom and frustration.
Continue to introduce new vocabulary through activities and provide **** with a clear definition of what the words mean.
