I will improve as a reader by:

	knowing that reading is a difficult activity, to which I have to bring lots of questions and different ways of making sense of the text;
	

	thinking back to other texts I have come across, comparing ideas, vocabulary and ways of structuring in them;
	

	becoming more aware that texts are constructed for particular purposes, for special audiences and in a text type or genre I am learning about;
	

	getting better at predicting how a text might work, and what the contents and outcomes will probably be;
	

	trying to work out what sort of text it is before I read the words, and already having questions to ask about it;


	

	developing and practising different ways of reading for different sorts of texts being used for different purposes;


	

	knowing that getting better at reading is not only shown by attempting ‘harder’ books, but thinking of more things to find out in seemingly ‘easier’ books;


	


	understanding that even the best readers never stop learning about how to read better;


	

	realising that nobody has experienced the same reading background, and what might have been read before affects the way new texts are read;


	

	having the confidence to decide whether I like what I am reading, or whether it is fulfilling the job I expected it to;


	

	developing ways of asking myself questions about whether I am getting better as a reader, and wondering what might help me improve.
