Some suggestions for more able – KS2 Literacy
· Using 2Simple 2Animate, or Photostory or Moviemaker to create story board with sound/simple animations

· Project on a local town (link with Geography/Maths etc). Include different types of writing.

· Find 3 story openings that you think are effective in different ways. Present to the class why you think they are effective and any ways you think they could be better.

· Change the narrative voice/write from 2 perspectives

· Change the style/genre of writing
· After a visit, write a ‘travel guide’ rather than a recount
· Write several newspaper articles on events that happened in a book they’ve been reading
· Write a few blog posts, pretending to be one of the characters in the books
· Write a magazine article in which one of the characters is quoted as an expert source
· For students who enjoy artwork, consider having them write a comic version of the book or draw illustrations that might fit with various chapters
· Write an alternative ending for the story. What else might have happened?
· Put the main character into a different story that you’ve read. How might the character have reacted to these different circumstances?
· Write a prologue to the story. What might have happened days, or even years, before the story began?
· Use a range of non-fiction books and draw up a list of strengths and weaknesses.
