Rules:

A frog can move into an empty space

A frog can hop over ONE other or slide into an adjacent space.

Find a method of recording your moves.

What is the fewest number of moves that can be made?

What if there were 4 frogs on each side?

What if there were 5 frogs on each side?

What if there were 6 frogs on each side?

What if there were ‘n’ frogs on each side?

Look at the number patterns that are generated. 
Can you work out what the fewest number of moves would be for 10 frogs each side, without actually doing the problem practically?
