Possible Science Week Challenge The ‘Big Bubble’ Challenge
The objective is to raise the profile of investigative science and the role it plays in the development of everyday products and emphasise that science is fun!

The challenge could be open to pupils in foundation settings, primary, special and secondary schools.

The school can involve members of its local community e.g., parents, grandparents, governors and representatives from local businesses.

The challenge could be for your school and representatives from their local community to work together during Science Week to investigate ways to form the biggest broadly spherical bubble. Entries could be by class or in teams arranges as you like.
Helpful hints!

Begin investigations on a small scale.

Consider the make-up of the bubble mixture, the wand, the material the wand might be made of, how it will be made, the atmospheric conditions!

Useful information can be gained from the Internet (Caution: Supervision recommended, some of the information could be inappropriate for children).

Use the results and apply them to make a bigger model. 

Be ready to measure and photograph the bubble quickly!!! A backdrop with measuring scale seems to work well.

Judging

Bubbles could be judged on photographic evidence of their diameter and a brief record of the investigations leading to the bubble (1 side of A4). There could be prizes for each of the age related categories.
Competition rules
The judges’ ruling is final and negotiations will not be entered into.
Entries should comprise of a photograph showing the width of the bubble (using standard cm measures) and a minimum of a side of A4 outlining who was involved, what was tried, what was found out and opinions of those involved in the project.
